Follow the old, largely

obscured tarmacked
path to the left, through
the field.

After crossing the

footbridge, turn right
following the course of the
River Bourne to a kissing
gate then over the railway.

After crossing the
railway bridge, turn left
alongside the railway.

From the car park,

walk back to the main
entrance of the reservoir
onto Coleshill Road. Turn
right and walk along the
pavement for approximately
300m until you reach a
waymarker post at the
entrance to a field, follow the
path around the reservoir.

In 400m, turn right

through the kissing gate
and walk north following
the hawthorn hedge. On
your left will be Colin Teall
Wood. Walk through the
disused stile and carry on
northwards towards the
edge of the field, crossing
the stile onto Dingle Lane.

Upon reaching Dingle

Lane, turn left towards
the bridge and follow the
path down to the right of
the bridge. Walk alongside
the railway for a short
distance then bear away
to the right, keeping the
boundary hedge of the field
on your right, follow the
way marking posts over a
small ditch crossing. Walk
to the left along the field
edge and after crossing a
second ditch, turn to the
right walking south along

the ditch line to your right.
Upon reaching the next
field, follow the way marker
and permissive path to

the left then right towards
Dingle Lane once again.

Cross the road and go

through the kissing gate
into another arable field,
walking uphill towards the
trees in the distance and
another way marking post.
Follow the tree line to the
next kissing gate and turn
right alongside the railway,
returning to the earlier
railway bridge.

Cross the railway once

again and walk through
the kissing gate then bear
left through another kissing
gate along the Ash Path,
following the railway track
for approximately 1.17km.

Look for the finger post

and follow it to the right,
down a set of steps, over
the stream and up another
set of steps to the eastern
side of Shustoke Reservoir
and turn left, along the road,
uphill to a kissing gate.

1 Turn left through the

arable field, keeping
to the marked routes. Upper
Shustoke Reservoir is on
your left.
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1 Go over aditch
crossing and through

two more gates, bearing

to the right along the field

edge to reach Coleshill Road

(B4114). Please be aware of

fast traffic on this section.

1 2Upon reaching
Coleshill Road, turn
left following the green
fence on your left hand side,
along the grass verge. After
approx. 110m, cross the
road and walk down to the
wooden kissing gate into
a field. Please keep dogs
under close control here as
this field contains horses.
Cross the field, heading up
the hill towards the north
west edge of the grounds of
St Cuthbert’s Church and
another kissing gate.

1 Now is a good
opportunity for a
refreshment break at The
Griffin Inn. Walk down the
lane to the roadside and
turn right but just before
the junction turn left and
go through a kissing gate
and then a pedestrian gate
onto more fields. Walk
in a southerly direction,
following the waymarking
posts through another
kissing gate then continue
heading for the south
west corner of this field

through the kissing gate.
Then walk between the
hedgerow and a pool on
your right.

Walk north once again to
Church Road (B4114), past
The Plough Inn, the village
pub built in the 1790s and
a good opportunity for a
break after the walk. Cross
the road and follow the
pavement to the left and
in 80m find the entrance
to Shustoke Reservoir on
the right hand side.

Directions:

From the car park, walk
north towards the reservoir
and turn left through

the gate towards the
interpretation panels,
detailing the history of

the reservoir. Follow the
path round the reservoir.

When on the east side of
the reservoir, walk south
along the access road and
look for a large gap in the
hedgerow. Walk through
into a meadow and head
for the kissing gate in

the distance.

Follow the path through
woodland for 350m then
through another kissing
gate back into the car park.

Alternatively, walk past
the gap, up the hill then
right along Bixhill Lane.
When opposite The
Plough, turn right and
back into the reservoir
car park on the right.
